What is illegal dumping? 
• Illegal dumping is the disposal of waste in an  
 unpermitted public or private area. 

• Typical illegal dump sites include tires, residential  
 waste, appliances, yard waste and construction and   
 demolition materials. 

• Illegal dumping occurs most often in remote areas: 
 ditches and fields, along roads and in heavily  
 wooded areas. 

A few tires in a ditch. A washing machine in a field. A mattress in the park. 
Take the time to report the crime. 

Why should I report illegal dumping?  

• Cleanup for illegal dumps costs Iowa taxpayers  
 millions of dollars each year. 

• Hazardous waste can seep into the ground and  
 our water sources. 

• Dump sites can become breeding grounds for  
 insects and rodents. 

• Illegal dump sites diminish the beauty and  
 quality of life near those areas. 

• Illegal dumping is a crime.
