Clean Up! Ideas

· Identify buildings, facilities, etc. that need a clean-UP program.  Obtain approval and make arrangements to target those properties for some soap and water or graffiti removal.  Steam cleaning, media blasting are also options.

· Provide for a “Dutch” day for street sweeping and washing by groups.

· Check on the city entry / welcome signs and see about cleaning them.

· Have a “Clean Sign” day and wash down traffic and other street signs in the community.  Remove old lost & found and yard sale signs from light & power poles, etc.

· Develop an “Alley-cat” program to clean up the alleys and back streets.

· Adopt an area or city block to wash down and clean up signs, buildings and facilities – parks, rest areas, street benches, etc.

· Cut & remove the weeds in parking lots, vacant lots and any other unsightly areas in the community.
