Pick It Up! Ideas

· Partner with various service clubs, organizations, church groups, youth groups to organize clean-up days / events!

· Develop an “Adopt” program for streets, parks, trails, rivers or streams or other public facilities.  Establish criteria and areas for adoption by individuals, clubs, organizations and business.

· Set aside special times of the year to offer assistance to seniors and / or disabled in a “Helping Hands” concept to develop “UP” projects for their home and yard.

· Hand out litter bags at parks, business locations, stores, and other public locations or events.  Work with local service stations / auto dealers.

· Develop “litter-free” events at school athletic games, little-league events and other sport / entertainment events.

· Work with the city officials to develop litter free guidelines for parades and other events that require permits from the city. 

· Work with the Chamber of Commerce or similar group for a special “UP” day for the community involving business leaders and employees.

· Encourage a local store(s) to provide the trash bags, rubber gloves and other items needed for pick-up events.

· Work with your local landfill authority and waste collectors / haulers for help in moving the material collected to the landfill / recycling centers, etc.

· Encourage the “walkers” in your communities to become “waste-watchers” and to pick up litter along their routes (Make it a physical and social process).
